Sullivan County Manager David Fanslau also took to the podium and spoke briefly about plans to work on a new
economic development master plan, the county budget process and much more, “We have businesses right here in
Sullivan County that want to expand and improve, They need our support. We need to grow what we have and see
the great potential in that alone™, he said.
